About the Centre... 
 

hizz Kids Special Needs Centre is a non-profit, non-racial, community based 

organisation situated in Pinetown. It caters for low functioning Cerebral Palsied 

children, children with limited or no functional speech, autistic children and some 

who are at this stage still undiagnosed. 

 

Many of the other special schools in the area cannot cater for these non-educable children, 

which is why the school was opened in April 2000. There are currently 30 children who are 

cared for daily by a staff of 14. Various therapists also visit the school to provide for certain 

needs. Unique to Whizz Kids is the use of the Augmentative and Alternative Communication 

(AAC) system. AAC consists of communication strategies and techniques, used to compensate 

for lack of speech. Children are taught to communicate with their teachers and parents through 

pictures and sign language. They also make use of communication devices. These wonderful 

tools look like mini laptop computers with keys representing certain topics. Key choices 

translate into words which then appear visually and aurally. One young teenager was able to tell 

us which rugby team is his favourite (the Sharks)! 
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many of these children this was a significant achievement and the performance was recognised 

by the Association for Persons with Physical Disabilities. 

 

For many parents, Whizz Kids is not just a centre for their disabled children; it also forms a 

support structure for the adults. Many of the parents are involved in fundraising for the school. 

Since the school does not qualify for a Government subsidy Whizz Kids relies on the support of 

the community and local businesses. Businesses can commit to annual Corporate Membership 

Awards / a schooling bursary.
